To stimulate fencing in preparation for the new season, the Salle held the August Chase, starting on 1 August and ending on 31 August.  The rules were simple – the first person to fence 50 bouts, or, if no one fenced 50 bouts, the fencer with the most bouts on 31 August won.  We used 50 bouts because that is a reasonable target for monthly activity for the first month of the season – the number an active fencer should be fencing increases each month to a high of 200 bouts. NEW APPOINTMENT

Abi Black, one our recent Beginner graduates and now an intermediate epee fencer, has been appointed an apprentice armorer for the Salle.  You can help her by doing two simple things when you use a Salle Weapon: (1) sand the blade (we have sandpaper in the tub on one of the rolling arms racks) and (2) make sure that the blade bends in the correct direction and has no kinks (all this requires is that you pay attention and seek the help of a more experienced fencer or coach to bend the bladed correctly).

FLU SEASON
We want everyone to stay healthy this flu season.  So starting this coming week we ask that you take some basic precautions.  First – wash your jacket after each use.  We all know that sweat and dirt attacks the fibers and diminishes the protection.  But yellowed collars, sweat and other stains, etc. are a signal that your dirty jacket can be a reservoir for infectious organisms.  Second – if you are sick, don’t come to fencing.  Wait at least one full day after all symptoms disappear.  Third – we will have Clorox wipes available in the office.  If you use a club mask make sure you clean it with a wipe.  And if you sneeze through the mask (ick …), make sure you clean the mesh as well.  If you use a club body cord, also wipe that with a Clorox wipe.  Fourth – wash your hands and use good hygiene practices in the Salle, and do so everywhere else as well.  
SALLE SKILLS PROGRAM SERVES AS NATIONAL MODEL

The United States Fencing Coaches Association’s Club Committee has finished work on a national model skills development program.  The original framework of this program was based on the Salle’s skills program for amateur fencing.  In the process our program was examined by 3 fencing masters, 3 prevots, and 3 moniteurs resulting in an update based on current developments in modern fencing.  New materials will be out shortly.
